Again this year, we will be opening up the reserve to archery, muzzleloader, and flintlock, as well as to the traditional rifle season.   Culling deer from Pennsylvania's forests helps maintain healthy forest ecosystems.

Powdermill will be open to deer hunting in the following seasons for 2011:

Deer, Archery (Antlered & Antlerless): Oct. 1 – Nov. 12 and Dec. 26 – Jan. 16
Deer, Muzzleloader (Antlerless): Oct. 15 - 22
Deer, Flintlock (Antlered or Antlerless): Dec. 26 – Jan 16
Deer, Regular Firearms  (Antlered only): Nov. 28 – Dec. 2
Deer, Regular Firearm (Antlered & Antlerless): Dec. 3 - 10
If you would like to help thin the herd, please fill out the deer hunting permit application and 
return it to Powdermill by September 12 for the early archery and muzzleloader seasons and by November 14 for the rifle and later flintlock season. Additional applications are available on our website, http://www.carnegiemnh.org/powdermill/
Permits, which are free of charge, are required to hunt on the Powdermill Reserve. We limit the number of permits issued.
This year, we ask that you include a self-addressed stamped envelope with your completed application. When we receive your application and envelope, we will issue your permit along with a copy of the Powdermill hunting regulations and map of the reserve.
